On Tuesdays and Fridays at 2330 UTC (6:30 PM EST), Keplerian
Elements for active amateur satellites are sent on the regular
teleprinter frequencies.

ADX bulletin replaces or is added to the regular bulletins between
0100 UTC (8 PM EST) Thursdays and 0100 UTC (8 PM EST)
Fridays.

In a communications emergency, monitor W1AW for special
bulletins as follows: Voice on the hour, Teleprinter at 15 minutes
past the hour, and CWon the half hour.
